Frequently Asked Questions:

1)
Who is eligible?  Every unit member is eligible.

2)
Are there any limits?  There is a 10 year limit to use the benefits from the first time you use them or until you get your Bachelor’s Degree, whichever comes first.

3)
What is the dollar value of this benefit?  $375 per semester for a Junior College, & $750 per semester for a Senior College.  Both of these are limited to 2 semesters payable per year.

4)
Do I have to maintain my grades for continued benefits?  Yes, you must maintain a minimum of a 2.0 G.P.A.

5)
How is the money disbursed?  The money is paid directly to the college.  There has to be an outstanding balance at the school’s business office for your account.  The only exception is, if you paid your tuition out of your pocket, you would be reimbursed.  If you have any type of scholarship that has already paid your tuition, SEAP will not pay.

6)
How do I apply for SEAP?  Complete the AGO Form 5 and submit it to the MS National Guard Education Office.  Then wait 2 weeks, contact your college business office and find out if you have been approved.  If you haven’t, call 601-313-6248.
