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REQUEST AND CONTROL OF MOTOR VEHICLES FOR VISITING UNITS
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The purpose of this COI is to establish uniform policies and procedures for the control of vehicles assigned to the Visiting Units.

SUMMARY OF REVISIONS

This revision updates the format, date and references.

1.  References: AFI 24-301 and AFMAN 24-309.

2.  Responsibility:  Vehicles are designated as Major Command Controlled Items and authorization must be stabilized at all levels.  Only minimum essential types and quantities of vehicles will be authorized.  The administration and management of the Combat Readiness Training Center (CRTC) Vehicle Fleet and authority to conjunction with policies of the CRTC Commander.

3.  Procedures:  

3.1.  Assignment of Vehicles:  A complete list of vehicles by type and registration numbers is a part of the Visiting Unit Planning Survey Form.

3.2.  Permissible Operating Distance (POD):  The POD for Gulfport CRTC seventy five (75) miles radius; all trips off base will be dispatched through visiting unit dispatcher and copy of trips turned in to CRTC Vehicle Maintenance Manager upon completion of deployment.  Prior approval by the CRTC/LG all out-of-state trips is required.

3.3.  Vehicle Maintenance Responsibility:

3.3.1.  The using unit is responsible for all maintenance (scheduled and non-scheduled) on CRTC vehicles that may be required during the time vehicles are assigned to their organization.  The CRTC Vehicle Maintenance Manager will notify using units of the vehicles requiring scheduled inspection and servicing.

3.3.2.  All maintenance actions and inspections will be accomplished in accordance with Vol. II, AFMAN 24-309 and T.O. 00-20B-5 and other pertinent directives.  In the event major repairs are required, the Training Center Vehicle Maintenance Manager will be contacted to ascertain the availability of parts, time and/or funds to complete the repair prior to departure of the using unit.

3.3.3.  Vehicle repair parts and material will be furnished by CRTC to repair and maintain Center vehicles.  Vehicle belonging to using unit must be supported from their own resources.

3.3.4.  The CRTC Vehicle Maintenance Section, in conjunction with the visiting unit, will spot check vehicles on a daily basis to ensure that operators inspection guides and trouble reports are being completed.  Failure to complete and follow-up on this inspection on a daily basis could result in loss of vehicle.

3.3.5.  Any vehicle requiring repairs after completing daily inspection will be turned-in to Vehicle Maintenance Section, Building 151.  While repairs are being made a substitute will be furnished if available.

3.3.6.  Accident Investigation and Report Procedures:  All accidents involving military vehicles must be reported IAW AFI 24-301 and AFMAN 24-309.  A copy of the accident report, SF Form 91, will be furnished to the CRTC Commander within 24 hours, and a copy of the investigation must be completed and forwarded before the unit departs.

3.3.7.  Issue and Turn-in of Vehicles:  All CRTC vehicles used by visiting units must be issued to and receipted for by a designated representative.  The Vehicle Operations Officer/Non-Commissioned Officer should be a member of the advance detachment and be authorized to receipt for required vehicles.  Vehicles will not be issued to any other individuals.  Upon completion of annual training or other deployments, the VOO will ensure that all vehicles have been cleaned, serviced and the inspection guide and trouble report completed.

3.3.8.  Vehicle Operations:  Vehicle Operation Section is responsible to see that only qualified operators are dispatched vehicles.
