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REPAIR OF UNECONOMICALLY REPAIRABLE VEHICLES
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This purpose of this COI is to establish standards for Maintenance Control that will eliminate excessive vehicle down time awaiting repair approval for vehicles in Replacement Codes "A" through "J".  It delegates responsibility and authority to repair these vehicles to Maintenance Control with certain dollar limits.

1.  Reference:  T.O.  00-25-249.

2.  Responsibility:  The Maintenance Control Section will keep up with current status of vehicles in Replacement Codes "A" through "J" using the Quick Reference List provided by the OLVIMS ( definition of these codes are listed in T.O.  00-25-249).  By using the above list and the ANG Vehicle Management Allocation List, a determination can be made as to which paragraph of this COI will be applied.

3.  Procedures:

3.1.  Minimum essential repairs not to exceed $200.00 are authorized for vehicles in Replacement Codes "A" through "J" that are not scheduled to be replaced in the next 90 days.

3.2.  A restriction of $75.00 is placed on all vehicles that are scheduled to be delivered within the next 90 days.

3.3.  Any expenditure other that authorized above will have a work order signed by the Director of Logistics Vehicle Maintenance Manager.

3.4.  This does not eliminate the requirement to estimate the repairs on the AF Form 1823.
