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The purpose of this COI establishes the policies pertaining to the outline of the local mishap prevention program at the ANG Combat Readiness Training Center (CRTC) - Gulfport.

Summary of Changes:  This revision updates referenced publications, changes Safety Coordinator to Safety NCOIC, Training site to ANG CRTC.

1.  References:  AFPD 91-2, AFPD 91-3, AFI 91-202, AFI 91-202/ANG Sup 1, AFMAN 91-201 Sup 1.

2.  Policy:  It must be understood that this COI constitutes a minimum acceptable safety standard and no attempt has been made to include all situations, which might occur.  Officers and Non-Commissioned Officers will be required to use personal initiative to achieve the results.  remember, mishap prevention just does not happen, it is created by education of personnel and the instilling of a safety conscious attitude at all levels of command.

3.  Responsibilities:  The CRTC Safety NCOIC responsibilities and procedures are detailed in AFI 91-202 and AFI 91-202/ANG Sup 1. Responsibilities not specifically assigned elsewhere are as follows:

3.1.1.  Plan, administer and support the entire mishap prevention program.

3.1.2.  Finalize all AF Safety forms prior to sending ANGRC/SE.

3.1.3  Performs spot and annual inspections of entire facility document and follow-up.

3.2.  Supervisor in charge of each section:

3.2.1  Will conduct an annual safety self-inspection of their entire section.  A report will be forwarded to the CRTC/Safety NCOIC (ANG CRTC/SE FM 1).

3.2.2.  Will stress general safety to assigned personnel during day-to-day operations.

3.2.3.  Will maintain and AF Form 55, Employees Safety and Health Record, on each individual supervised.

3.2.4.  Will ensure that every possible action is taken to protect personnel, equipment and materials from accidental damage or injury.

3.2.5.  Will ensure that any and all ground mishaps are reported to the CRTC/Safety NCOIC.  Section chiefs will prepare a CRTC/SE Form 001 and send to the CRTC/Safety NCOIC.

3.2.6.  Will personally investigate the circumstances of each mishap, which occurs in his/her area of supervision to determine the causes and to apply corrective action.

3.2.7  Will inspect his/her area of supervision daily for safety hazards and/or unsafe acts and correct discrepancies as soon as possible.

3.2.8.  Will conduct at least one, five minute, informal safety briefing with their personnel once every three months. 

3.3.  Weapons Safety:

3.3.1.  The weapons safety function is performed by the Safety NCOIC.

3.3.2.  Procedures and Responsibilities:

3.3.2.1  The duties and responsibilities of the Weapons Safety NCOIC are detailed in the AFI 91-202 and AFI 91-202/ANG Sup 1.

3.3.2.2.  Section supervisors who use, store, load, transport or unload weapons will:

3.3.2.2.1.  Be thoroughly familiar with his/her unit Weapons Safety Operating Instructions and other pertinent directives.

3.3.2.2.2.  Coordinate with the Safety NCOIC on any matter pertaining to weapon safety that affects the ANG CRTC - Gulfport.

3.3.2.2.3.  Be constantly alert to any deviations from established procedure and take immediate action to correct discrepancies.

3.4.  Special Inspection:  The Safety NCOIC, to resolve problems and/or when changes in procedure occur, will conduct Special inspections as necessary.

3.5.  Flight Safety:

3.5.1.  The flight safety function is performed as an additional duty by the Director of Operations who will coordinate flight safety throughout the ANG CRTC.

3.5.2.  The duties and responsibilities of the Flight Safety Officer are detailed in the AFI 91-202 and 

AFI 91-202/ANG Sup 1.
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
