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Safety

OPERATION OF VEHICLE MAINTENANCE PAINT SHOP
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The purpose of this COI is to establish safety standards and procedures to be observed by all personnel in order to promote efficiency and to reduce the possibility of personal injury and property damage.

Summary of Changes:  This revision updates and expands the cleaning of Paint Shop for a dust free environment (para 3.8.)

1.  Reference:  T.O. 36-1-3 AFOSH standard 91-17.

2.  Responsibility:  Each person who uses the paint shop will ensure the procedures in this COI are complied with at all times.

3.  Procedures:  

3.1.  Only qualified and authorized personnel are permitted to the use the paint shop for painting operations.

3.2.  Smoking and open flame are strictly forbidden in the paint room at all times.  NO SMOKING WITHIN 50 FT of the Paint Shop.

3.3.  The Ventilating System will be used at all times during painting operations.  All doors will be closed during painting.

3.4.  All equipment being painted will be grounded using the static ground provided in the paint shop.

3.5.  Painters will wear approved clothing that completely covers their bodies, taking care to avoid exposing their bodies to over spray.

3.6.  All wiping rags will be kept in the self-closing container provided outside of the paint booth.  This container will be emptied each day before the end of the day.

3.7.  All paint waste and thinners will be discarded in the appropriate container marked PAINT WASTE, outside the paint shop.

3.8.  All personnel will wear the appropriate respirator during all the painting operations.

3.9  The user is responsible for cleaning up the paint shop and throwing all paper and used tape in the appropriate containers.  The floor will be swept daily, keeping the paint shop in a dust free condition.

3.10.  No food or drink is to be brought into , or consumed in the paint shop.

3.11.  Personnel will wash their hands prior to smoking or consuming food after working in the paint shop.

3.12. Inspect filter pads after each painting operation and replace when necessary.
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
